The Ironmongers purchased their
first Hall in Fenchurch Street in
1457 and built their second Hall
on the same site in 1587. The
Company’s third Hall, built in
1750, was one of the few buildings
in London to be bombed in the
First World War.
Hall was completed on a new site
in Aldersgate Street in 1925. The

The present

Company  was
devastation of the Great Fire in
1666 and the Hall narrowly
escaped destruction by fire in a
bombing raid in the last war. As a
result many of the Company’s
early records are still in its
possession. The Court books are
complete from 1555 as is the list
of freemen. The names of nearly
all its Masters since its founding

are known and their armorial

shields are displayed in the
Banqueting Hall.

The Hall was built in the Tudor
style recalling the golden age of
craftsmanship when men brought
to their tasks great traditions and
ideals. Its proportions, panelling,
stained glass, carvings and
stonework remind one of

Elizabethan times and give the

Hall its uniquely welcoming but

formal atmosphere.

The ceilings of moulded plaster
are based on fine examples of
Tudor craftsmanship, such as at
Haddon Hall, with the company’s
Arms introduced into the
moulding. The woodwork and
ironwork are hand made in the

traditions of the finest craftsmen.

The Hall has many fine paintings
of Masters and  famous
Ironmongers, including Gains-
borough’s portrait of Admiral
Lord Hood, presented by him to
the Company of 1784. Much of
its furniture, including a dower
chest belonging to Isaak Walton’s
second wife, has been retained

from previous Halls.
